Commercial purposes
Authors of Elsevier-published articles may not make copies of them or
distribute them for commercial purposes. Such purposes include:

• The use or posting of Elsevier-published articles for commercial gain.
Such use includes companies posting for use by their customers
Elsevier-published articles written by the companies' employees.
(Examples of such companies include pharmaceutical companies and
physician-prescribers.)

• Commercial exploitation such as directly associating advertising with
online postings of Elsevier-published articles.

• Charging fees for document delivery or access to Elsevier-published
articles.

• Systematic distribution of Elsevier-published articles to parties other than
known research colleagues via email lists or listservs, whether for a fee
or for free.

Offprints of articles
Elsevier has a general policy to provide authors with complimentary copies
of their articles.

Authors publishing in journals participating in our new e-offprint service
receive access to watermarked PDF versions of their published articles as
soon as 24 hours after publication. These PDFs may not be posted to
public websites.

1. How authors can reuse their own articles published by Elsevier

General use of articles
Authors publishing in Elsevier journals retain wide rights to continue to use
their works to support scientific advancement, teaching and scholarly
communication.

An author can, without asking permission, do the following after publication
of the author’s article in an Elsevier-published journal:

• Make copies (print or electronic) of the author’s article for personal use or
the author’s own classroom teaching.

• Make copies of the article and distribute them (including via email) to
known research colleagues for their personal use but not for commercial
purposes as described at right.

• Present the article at a meeting or conference and distribute copies of the
article to attendees.

• Allow the author’s employer to use the article in full or in part for other
intracompany use (e.g., training).

• Retain patent and trademark rights and rights to any process or procedure
described in the article.

• Include the article in full or in part in a thesis or dissertation.

• Use the article in full or in part in a printed compilation of the author’s
works, such as collected writings and lecture notes.

• Use the article in full or in part to prepare other derivative works,
including expanding the article to book-length form, with each such work
to include full acknowledgment of the article’s original publication in
the Elsevier journal.

• Post, as described at right, the article to certain websites or servers.



Citations of articles
All copies, print or electronic, or other uses of an Elsevier-published article
must include an appropriate bibliographic citation detailing the article’s
publication in an Elsevier journal.

In the case of pre-publication posting of an article, the author may later add
a citation indicating the article was subsequently published by Elsevier and
mentioning the journal title. Such a citation must include the following text
and must appear at the beginning of the document:

NOTICE: This is the author’s version of a work accepted for publication
by Elsevier. Changes resulting from the publishing process, including
peer review, editing, corrections, structural formatting and other quality
control mechanisms, may not be reflected in this document. Changes
may have been made to this work since it was submitted for publication.
A definitive version was subsequently published in PUBLICATION TITLE,
[VOL#, ISSUE#], DATE, DOI.

Web posting of articles
Elsevier understands researchers want widespread distribution of their work
and supports authors by enabling such distribution within the context of
orderly peer review and publication.

Editors of most journals published by Elsevier will consider (for peer review
and publication) papers already posted in pre-publication versions to the
Web. Pre-publication posting is common practice in, for example, physics
and mathematics. However, some Elsevier clinical and biomedical journals,
including The Lancet and Cell Press journals, follow the guidelines of the
International Committee of Medical Journal Editors and do not consider for
publication papers that have already been posted publicly. Anyone with a
question regarding pre-publication posting and subsequent submittal of a
paper to an Elsevier journal should consult that journal’s instructions to
authors or contact its editor.

An author can, without asking permission, do the following with the author’s
article that has been or will be published in an Elsevier journal:

• Post a pre-print version of the article on Internet websites including
electronic pre-print servers, and retain indefinitely this version on such
servers or sites (unless prohibited in a specific Elsevier journal’s instructions
to authors).

• Post a personal manuscript version of the article on the author’s personal
or institutional website or server, provided each such posting includes a link
to the article's Digital Object Identifier (DOI) and includes a complete
citation for the article. This means an author can update a personal
manuscript version (e.g., in Word or TeX format) of the article to reflect
changes made during the peer-review process. Note such posting may not
be for commercial purposes as described previously in this section and
may not be to any external, third-party website.

Elsevier-published authors employed by corporations may post their revised
personal manuscript versions of their final articles to their corporate intranets
if they are secure and do not allow public access.

This policy permitting open posting of revised personal manuscript versions
applies to authors publishing articles in any Elsevier journals, including
The Lancet and Cell Press journals.

If an article has multiple authors, each author has the same posting rights.

To preserve the integrity of the official record of publication, the final
published version of an article as it appears (in PDF or HTML) in an Elsevier
journal will continue to be available only on an Elsevier site.

2. How persons affiliated with an institute with a ScienceDirect license
may use articles from licensed content

Professional use of articles
Current ScienceDirect licenses allow authorized users to access, search,
browse and view particular licensed content including articles from journals,
and print or download a limited number of articles, abstracts and records.
This allows researchers to conduct searches of the content on ScienceDirect
and make copies of the results of such searches.

In general, Elsevier does not allow copying, printing or downloading entire
issues of journals or otherwise systematically reproducing or retaining
Elsevier-published articles. Local database retention of Elsevier-published
articles is permitted only if an institution or corporation has made an explicit
agreement with Elsevier to acquire retention rights or, in the case of US
institutions or corporations, has a digital rights license with the Copyright
Clearance Center.

Scholarly sharing of articles
Current ScienceDirect licenses permit authorized users to transmit excerpts
of licensed content such as an article, by email or in print, to known research
colleagues for the purpose of scholarly study or research. Recipients of such
scholarly sharing do not themselves have to be affiliated with an institute
licensed to access journals published by Elsevier.

Coursepacks and e-reserves
Any academic or government institute with a current ScienceDirect license
can incorporate links to licensed content, including full-text articles, into
electronic coursepacks or e-reserve lists for use in connection with courses
offered for academic credit by the institute.

For any similar use for a noncredit course or one offered by a corporation, an
institute or corporation must obtain prior written permission from Elsevier and
a fee may be required. Anyone interested in such permission should contact
the Elsevier Global Rights Department at permissions@elsevier.com.

Links to articles
Any institute with a current ScienceDirect license may provide links on the
institute's homepage, library website or online catalog to licensed Elsevier
journals or articles. The ScienceDirect Info site offers short cut URLs to help
information professionals put in place direct links to licensed Elsevier journals
or articles. For more information, see www.info.sciencedirect.com.

Interlibrary loan (ILL)
The interlibrary loan policy for electronic journals is included in each
institution’s agreement with Elsevier for ScienceDirect. In short, the policy
allows and provides for the use of electronic journal articles as a source for
fulfillment of ILL requests with some provisions. A summary of Elsevier’s
current ILL policy follows.

Elsevier grants licensed institutes the right to use articles from subscribed
ScienceDirect content as source material for interlibrary loans subject to the
following conditions:

• The ILL request must come from an academic or other noncommercial,
noncorporate research library located in the same country as the subscriber.

• The requested article must be printed by the subscriber and mailed, faxed
or transmitted by Ariel (or a similar ILL system) to the requesting library.

Note that if a corporate or commercial entity is seeking a ScienceDirect
article, instead of requesting ILL, that entity may use ScienceDirect’s Pay
per View service on a guest basis. More on this service appears at
http://info.sciencedirect.com/licensing/individual/ppv.

Live reference
If they are both affiliated with the same institute, then a librarian can take a
user electronically to any Elsevier article to which that institute has licensed
access. The librarian can also email an Elsevier article, included in the
librarian's institute's license, to the user.

If, however, someone logs in to chat and is not affiliated with the same institute
as the librarian, then that user is not an authorized user at the librarian's
institute. The librarian thus cannot link the user directly to the article or email
the article to the user. The librarian can however explain to the user how to
request the article through ILL.

Use by library guests
Any institute with a current ScienceDirect license may allow members of the
general public to use terminals physically located at that institute’s library to
access, search, browse, view and print articles in licensed Elsevier journals.
Libraries may impose their own usage restrictions on such guest use.

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3. How anyone can use articles published by Elsevier

Bibliographic references
Anyone may in a bibliography, published or not, list an article published by
Elsevier.

Short quotes from articles
Anyone may in written work, published or not, quote from an article
published by Elsevier, as long as the quote comprises only a short excerpt
such as one or two sentences. An appropriate citation including the journal
title must be provided.

Reproduction of material from articles
Any individual who is not the author of an article published by Elsevier but
who wishes to reproduce a significant excerpt (beyond a short quote) or all of
that article, or any chart, table or illustration from it, must obtain Elsevier’s
prior written permission. The requestor must provide details of how and
where the requested material will be used, such as in a thesis or dissertation
or other publication.
